Instructions: Respond to the prompts in Parts I, II, and III. Print and bring a copy to class with you on the date listed in the course schedule. Be sure to include a copy in your portfolio. 
Part I:  An open-ended question is one that cannot be answered with a “yes” or a “no.” Open-ended questions can help us to understand the position of the author and help us to discover and articulate our own nuanced positions about the thesis and topic.  
There are two simple open-ended questions that you can ask of almost anything you read to help you generate a response. Why? and how?
Identify Alvarez’s main point. Summarize it in one sentence.
