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Thesis:

Classes should be created for the sole purpose of exposing children at a young age to be more involved in culturally related affairs.
Claim #1 (claim to support thesis, evidence)

Students who have an understanding of different cultures will demonstrate respect to everyone in the world, despite differences.
I = Introduce the first quotation

To not be tolerant of human views, whether they be your own or those of another culture, perhaps completely absurd in traditions in your eyes, is not what the international society as a whole needs to be a cosmopolitan one.
Q1 = Give the quotation

“…[We need] to take seriously the value not just of human life but of particular human lives, which means taking an interest in the practices and beliefs that lend them significance.” (59.)
E = Explain it in your own words

The only way in which we can fully understand each other and our views on life and what it means is to view it through other people’s perspective. Walking a mile in their shoes is how we can do this.
T = Give a transition to the next quotation, providing a clue to connection
Students will be able to welcome diversity with open arms. Through this understanding they will be a well-rounded person and have to accept cosmopolitanism; however issues may interfere in a perfectly cosmopolitan world with these theories on how to make it work.
Q2 = Give the second quote

“…The practice of female genital cutting…If you’ve grown up taking it for granted as the normal thing to do, you will probably respond at first with surprise to someone who thinks it is wrong.” (65)
C = Explain how the second quote connects to the first one in a sentence or two. (You need to explain the connection to prove it).

The only way to even begin to understand other cultures in Apiah’s cosmopolitan world is to see where they are coming from. To be tolerant, we don’t have to agree with what cultures do, we don’t even have to like it, all we have to do is understand it and accept their ways.
Claim #2 (claim to support thesis, evidence)

However mandatory classes may not be helpful in trying to get a cosmopolitan view across the globe. Some students are slackers and may not be interested in the material, so will not bother learning. Students really cannot be forced to learn, causing a flaw in this theory. Forceful education can be counterproductive, closing their minds to these other humans and their ways of living and acceptance of it.

T = Give a transition to the next quotation, providing a clue to connection

Understanding their views is only the first concept in cosmopolitanism. After we have a solid knowledge base about their forms of societies, the next progressive step towards this societal improvement is to accept it, judge it from their point of view and accept that their cultures are what they are, despite how out of the norm they are.
Q1 = Give the second quote

“When we offer judgments, after all, it’s rarely because we’ve applied well-thought-out principles to a set of facts and deduced an answer. Our efforts justify what we have done- or what we plan to do- are typically made up after the event, rationalizations of what we have decided intuitively.” (65)
I = Introduce the first quotation

Some people just are not interested in learning about other cultures and their methods of going about life. There is little that can be done about trying to persuade them into learning about societies apart from their own.
Q2 = Give the quotation

“…What makes conversation across boundaries worthwhile isn’t that we’re likely to come to a reasoned agreement about values. I don’t say that we can’t change minds, but the reasons we exchange in our conversations will seldom do much to persuade others who do not share our fundamental evaluative judgments already.” (65)
E = Explain it in your own words

While it is okay to disagree about values and beliefs across societies and cultures, we should still be able to not judge in a fair way, accepting their views, in hopes that they will accept ours in return.
C = Explain how the second quote connects to the first one in a sentence or two. (You need to explain the connection to prove it).

To understand a culture is great. To understand and accept one is what cosmopolitan is essentially about, however there are close minded people out there who are not so willing to give it a chance, and not much can be done to alter their views without forcing them into this type of world, which in the end would be counterproductive.
