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Thesis:

We as a culture must recognize that all people deserve health care. We should not deny our own people this right because we are all human, children are suffering without it, and because we would be selfish if we didn’t provide healthcare just because of some tax dollars.
Claim #1 (claim to support thesis, evidence)

 The first reason why healthcare should be accessible to anyone and everyone is simply because we are all human beings. We all have the same basic needs, just because we may have different backgrounds or upbringings does not mean that we deserve any less than the next person. Appiah and Alvarez point this fact out quite clearly in their writings.
I = Introduce the first quotation
In making conversation Appiah states,
Q1 = Give the quotation
“Our ancestors have been human for a long time. If a normal baby girl born forty thousand years ago were kidnapped by a time traveler and raised in a normal family in New York, she would be ready for college in eighteen years. She would learn English along with- who knows? – Spanish or Chinese), understand trigonometry, follow baseball and pop music ;she would probably also want a pierced tongue and a couple of tattoos”(Appiah 57).
E = Explain it in your own words
What Appiah is basically saying is that no matter where a person comes from, they have the same basic needs and the same wants. 
T = Give a transition to the next quotation, providing a clue to connection
Just as Appiah says Alvarez also notes that no matter where a person comes from they are going to have the same basic wants or needs which in this case is a quince, but it ties in with the idea that all of us have needs.
Q2 = Give the second quote
“I don’t care what class or group you are from.” “Isabella claims. Every girl should have one” (Alvarez 37).

Therefore, it is obvious that we are all human meaning that we have wants and needs. Wether it be a traditional quince that every girl should have or it be a baby girl from forty thousand years ago. The bottom line is we are all alike, and we all deserve to have the privilege of having healthcare.

Appiah also feels as though people have responsibility over others  in his article he states,
Q1 = Give the quotation
“One is the idea that we have obligations to other, obligations that stretch beyond those to whom we are related by the ties of kith and kind, or even the more formal ties of a shared citizenship”(Appiah 59).
E = Explain it in your own words
Simply Appiah believes that we have responsibilities to each other, although we may not know one another we must still help one another out.
T = Give a transition to the next quotation, providing a clue to connection
Alvarez also explains her idea that we as a people have a key role in effecting each others lives and that we must acknowledge that and pass on something useful to one another. 
Q2 = Give the second quote
“This is an enormous responsibility that’s challenges us to look critically at ourselves to ensure that what we are passing on is useful…”(Alvarez  5).
C = Explain how the second quote connects to the first one in a sentence or two. (You need to explain the connection to prove it).
Just like Appiah says Alvarez says that we have that responsibility to each other to make sure that the next person receives something that is useful from us.
