 Name: Semi Unified Whole
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Thesis:

I don’t think an actual real cosmopolitan world can ever exist because of how different every culture is, but if we work together we can come up with a semi unified whole.
Claim #1 (claim to support thesis, evidence)

We can compromise with each other.
I = Introduce the first quotation
Everyone has different beliefs and morals in general.
Q1 = Give the quotation
“Americans share a willingness to be governed by the system set out in the U.S. Constitution. But that does not require anyone to agree to any particular claims or values” (Appiah 63)
E = Explain it in your own words
We all have to follow the laws of the country we live in but that doesn’t make us all the same, we all have our own ideas and thoughts about everything.
T = Give a transition to the next quotation, providing a clue to connection
Although we all have shared thoughts and values about things, we still don’t all live in a unity. 
Q2 = Give the second quote
“But they certainly don’t live together successfully because they have a shared theory of value…” (Appiah 64)
C = Explain how the second quote connects to the first one in a sentence or two. (You need to explain the connection to prove it).
Americans basically all live under the same circumstances and laws, but we individually have our own theories on life but for the most part, we accommodate with each other even if we don’t agree on something.
Claim #2 (claim to support thesis, evidence)

The way you are raised will reflect the way you raise your own children.
I = Introduce the first quotation
When something in life happens to you it will often cause something in your life to happen that has to do with that issue or event.
Q1 = Give the quotation
“If you live in a society where children are spanked, you will probably spank your children” (Appiah 64)
E = Explain it in your own words
Since the children are spanked from their wrongdoing, the adults they turn into in return spank their children for their wrongdoing.
T = Give a transition to the next quotation, providing a clue to connection
Therefore, we think this is the right way to teach them what is wrong.
Q2 = Give the second quote
“You will believe that it is a good way to teach them right from wrong and that, despite the temporary suffering caused by a beating, they will end up better off for it.” (Appiah 64) 
C = Explain how the second quote connects to the first one in a sentence or two. (You need to explain the connection to prove it).
The child has done something wrong and is spanked for it. When the child feels pain from what they have done wrong they no longer want to make the same mistake. When the child realizes that this method has worked, they would re-use the method on their own children when they make mistakes.
