Three Types of Revision

Global Revision

· Writing does not respond to the task

· Ideas are underdeveloped and/or week and/or biased.

· Organization is unclear and/or ineffective.

· Arguments logic is unsound and/or untraceable.

· Content is superficial and/or contain factual errors.

· Writing style, format, and presentation are incomplete.

· Requires corrections.

· Major overhaul of the paper.

· Requires 70–100% rewrite.

· Sections and paragraphs rewritten, rearranged, added, and/or scrapped.

· Retain sections and paragraphs elaborated, qualified, and/or extended.

Conceptual Revision

· Writing response to the task unsuccessfully and/or incompletely.

· Ideas show signs of incomplete development.

· Organization is ineffective and/or on obvious.

· Argonaut logic is weak and/or biased and/or unrefined.

· Content is casual and/or clumsy.

· Writing style, format, and presentation are unpolished.

· Requires corrections.

· Ideas worth keeping and rethinking.

· Prose needs rewriting.

· Requires 45-70% rewrite.

· Craft a new response to the prompt with the same ideas.

· Sections and paragraphs rewritten, rearranged, added, and/or scrapped.

· Ideas and/or positions get rethought, revisited, extended, and elaborated.

 Local Revision

· Writing response to the task productively although perhaps not confidently.

· Ideas are developed reasonably well although perhaps not completely.

· Organization is clear although may not consistently support ideas and/or thesis.

· Argument logic is sound although could be bolstered with additional support.

· Content is serious and thoughtful.

· Writing style, format, and presentation are skillful and appropriate although would be improved with meticulous revisions.

· Requires corrections.

· Requires25-45% rewrite.

· The sentence level figuring for precise and elegant expression.

· Word search for most effective diction and turn of phrase.

· Transitional focus to enhance connections between sentences and paragraphs.

· Sections and paragraphs rewritten, rearranged, added, and/or scrapped.
