Activity #4: Page Design & Layout: Designing a Book Cover

Imagine that your group works for a publishing firm. Your newest assignment is to design a cover for a book called Emergency Medical Treatment for Children.  The author of the book, Dr. Arthur McAllister, has sent your team an email asking that you include the following items in the cover design.

Author: Dr. Arthur McAllister

Book Title: Emergency Medical Treatment for Children

Explanation: A handbook of what to do in an emergency to keep a child alive until help arrives

Topics Included:  Fractures, Bleeding, Choking, Burns, Bleeding, Seizures, Poisoning, Drowning, Head Injury, Spinal/Back Injury Accident Prevention, CPR

Additional Information: Approved by the “National Safety Council”

You may add additional word art, symbols, rules, etc. as you see best fitting your design.  You may also use an image downloaded from the internet. (Obviously, when you submit drafts for review later in the process, you will be sure to obtain permission to use the image)

1.  Using the information you learned about document design and your understanding of MS Word, design Dr. McAllister’s book cover in a Word file. When you are done, please upload your file on Blackboard. Make sure that your group members’ names are included in the “comments” box when you upload.

2.  On a separate page (paper copy, additional page on the same file, whatever), explain your group’s approach using PAGOS and the design vocabulary you’ve learned. Also, feel free to note any disagreements/differences of opinion that group members had.

· Determine size before adding text or elements. 

· Decide on an approach or a theme.

· Try planning/sketching out your design on paper first.
